                              RESOLUTION DECLARING THE NECESSITY OF RAISING $700,000     

                                                            ANNUALLY FOR SCHOOL DISTRICT PURPOSES
WHEREAS, this Board of Education intends to renew its three (3) year school district income tax at the election to be held on March 15, 2016.  The tax is currently due to expire on December 31, 2016 and collected for the purpose of permanent improvements.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Education of the Bluffton Exempted Village School District (the "School District"):

SECTION 1.
That pursuant to the provisions of Section 5748.02 of the Ohio Revised Code as enacted in Substitute Senate Bill 28 of the 118th General Assembly (the "Act"), and as amended, it is necessary to raise $700,000 for school district purposes (as defined in the Act).  The income that is to be subject to the tax is taxable income of individuals and estates as defined in divisions (E)(1)(a) and (2) of Section 5748.01 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 2.
That pursuant to such Section 5748.02, this board of education hereby applies to the Tax Commissioner of the Ohio Department of Taxation to estimate the property tax rate that would have to be imposed by the School District in the current year to produce the amount set forth in SECTION 1 hereof and to estimate the income tax rate that would have had to have been in effect for the current year as a school district income tax to produce the amount set forth in SECTION 1 hereof.

SECTION 3.
That the treasurer of this board is hereby directed to certify immediately to the Tax Commissioner of the Ohio Department of Taxation a copy of this resolution.

SECTION 4.
That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this board of education concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this board of education, and that all deliberations of this board of education, and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this board of education adopted in accordance therewith.

The Board of Education (the “Board”) of the Bluffton Exempted Village School District, Allen and Hancock Counties, Ohio (the “School District”), met in regular session on October 19, 2015, at 7:30 p.m., at the Bluffton Elementary School Library, with the following members present:  ______________________________________________,  and ______________.

_______________ moved the adoption of the following Resolution:  

RESOLUTION DECLARING IT NECESSARY TO RENEW AN EXISTING ONE (1.0) MILL TAX LEVY FOR THE BENEFIT OF BLUFFTON PUBLIC LIBRARY FOR THE PURPOSE OF MAINTAINING THE CURRENT LEVEL OF RESOURCES AND SERVICES, AND REQUESTING THE ALLEN COUNTY AUDITOR TO CERTIFY THE CURRENT ASSESSED VALUATION OF THE SCHOOL DISTRICT, AND THE DOLLAR AMOUNT OF REVENUE THAT WOULD BE GENERATED BY RENEWAL OF SAID LEVY.

     Whereas, on September 22, 2015, the Board of Library Trustees of Bluffton Public Library (the “Library”), duly adopted a resolution declaring that the amount of taxes which may be raised within the ten-mill limitation by levies on the current tax duplicate will be insufficient to provide adequate funding for the necessary requirements of the Bluffton Public Library and that it is necessary to levy a renewal tax in excess of such limitation for the purpose of maintaining the current level of resources and services of the Library; and  

     Whereas, that resolution requests that the School District, as the taxing authority to whose jurisdiction the Library Board is subject, submit to electors of the School District at the primary election to be held March 15, 2016, the question of renewing an existing one (1.0) mill tax in excess of the ten mill limitation, for the benefit of Bluffton Public Library for the purpose of maintaining the current level of resources and services, as authorized by Ohio Revised Code Section 5705.23; and 

     Whereas, the 1.0 mill Tax Levy authorized by voters on May 2, 2006 is for a period not to exceed 10 years, the last collection of which will occur in calendar year 2016; and 

     Whereas, the Board of Library Trustees desires that the Library maintain the current level of resources and services to the patrons of the School District; and 

     Whereas, the Board of Library Trustees has declared that the current level of funding is necessary to allow the current level of resources and services to be continued; and

     Whereas, in accordance with Section 5705.03 of the Ohio Revised Code, in order to submit the question of a tax levy pursuant to Section 5705.23 of the Ohio Revised Code, this Board must request that the Allen County Auditor certify the current assessed valuation of the School District, and the dollar amount of revenue that would be generated by renewal of the current 1.0 mill levy;   

     NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Education of the Bluffton Exempted Village School District, Allen and Hancock Counties, Ohio, two-thirds of all the members elected therein concurring, that: 

     Section 1.  The amount of taxes which may be raised within the ten mill limitation by levies on the current tax duplicate will be insufficient to provide an adequate amount of funding for the necessary requirements of the Library and it is necessary to levy a renewal tax in excess of such limitation for the purpose of maintaining the current level of resources and services of the Library. 

     Section 2.  It is hereby declared necessary to submit to electors of the School District 

at the primary election to be held therein on March 15, 2016, the question of a renewal of an existing one (1.0) mill tax in excess of the ten mill limitation, for the benefit of the Bluffton Public Library for the purpose of maintaining the current level of resources and services of the Bluffton Public Library, as authorized by section 5705.23 of the Ohio Revised Code.     

     Section 3.  Said levy shall be at a rate not exceeding one (1.0) mills for each one dollar of valuation, which amounts to ten cents ($0.10) for each one hundred dollars of valuation, for a period not to exceed 10 years.

     Section 4.  Said levy shall be placed upon the tax  list and duplicate for the current year, commencing in 2016, with collection first due in calendar year 2017, if a majority of the electors voting thereon vote in favor thereof.

     Section 5.  The Allen County Auditor is hereby requested to certify the current assessed valuation of the School District and the dollar amount of revenue to be generated during the first year of collection, by a renewal of the 1.0 mill tax levy for the benefit of the Bluffton Public Library first authorized by voters on May 2, 2006, in accordance with Section 5705.03 of the Ohio Revised Code. 

    Section 6.  The Treasurer of the School District is hereby authorized and directed to certify a copy of this resolution to the Auditor of Allen County, Ohio.

     Section 7.  It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
