BLUFFTON EXEMPTED VILLAGE SCHOOL DISTRICT

RESOLUTION NO. _______________________

RESOLUTION DECLARING THE NECESSITY OF RAISING $700,000  ANNUALLY FOR SCHOOL DISTRICT PURPOSES

WHEREAS, this Board of Education intends to renew its three (3) year school district income tax at the election to be held on May 7, 2019.  The tax is currently due to expire on December 31, 2019 and collected for the purpose of permanent improvements.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Education of the Bluffton Exempted Village School District (the "School District"):

SECTION 1.  That pursuant to the provisions of Section 5748.02 of the Ohio Revised Code as enacted in Substitute Senate Bill 28 of the 118th General Assembly (the "Act"), and as amended, it is necessary to raise $700,000 for School District purposes (as defined in the Act).  The income that is to be subject to the tax is taxable income of individuals and estates as defined in divisions (E)(1)(a) and (2) of Section 5748.01 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 2.  That pursuant to such Section 5748.02, this Board of Education hereby applies to the Tax Commissioner of the Ohio Department of Taxation to estimate the property tax rate that would have to be imposed by the School District in the current year to produce the amount set forth in SECTION 1 hereof and to estimate the income tax rate that would have had to have been in effect for the current year as a school district income tax to produce the amount set forth in SECTION 1 hereof.

SECTION 3.  That the Treasurer of this Board is hereby directed to certify immediately to the Tax Commissioner of the Ohio Department of Taxation a copy of this resolution.

SECTION 4.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board of Education concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board of Education, and that all deliberations of this Board of Education, and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board of Education adopted in accordance therewith.

BLUFFTON EXEMPTED VILLAGE SCHOOL DISTRICT

RESOLUTION NO. _________________

RESOLUTION DECLARING IT NECESSARY TO LEVY A TAX IN EXCESS OF THE TEN‑MILL LIMITATION

WHEREAS, the electors of the Bluffton Exempted Village School District approved an additional tax in excess of the ten-mill limitation at the November 2, 1999 election in order to raise the amount of $466,000 each year for a period of five years, for the purpose of providing funds for current operating expenses, in order to avoid an operating deficit; and

WHEREAS, the levy was renewed in 2004 for an additional five years; and

WHEREAS, the levy was renewed in 2009 for an additional five years; and

WHEREAS, the levy was renewed with an increase of $248,392 in 2014 for an additional five years; and

WHEREAS, the authority to levy that tax expires with the levy to be made on the 2018 tax list and duplicate for collection in calendar year 2019, and, in order to provide for the collection of tax revenues for that purpose without interruption, this Board finds it necessary to renew the existing levy for five years.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Education of the Bluffton Exempted Village School District, Counties of Allen and Hancock, Ohio (herein the "School District").

SECTION l.  That the amount of revenue which may be raised in this School District by all tax levies which this School District is authorized to impose, when combined with all revenues to be received from the State of Ohio and the Federal Government, will be insufficient in order to avoid an operation deficit.

SECTION 2.  That pursuant to the provisions of Section 5705.194 of the Ohio Revised Code, it is necessary that a renewal tax be levied in excess of the ten-mill limitation on the entire territory of the School District for the benefit of this School District, for the purpose of providing funds for current operating expenses, in order to avoid an operation deficit, in the amount of $714,392 each year for a five (5) year period.

SECTION 3.  That the question of the adoption of said renewal tax levy shall be submitted to the electors of the entire territory of the School District at the election to be held on May 7, 2019.  If approved by the electors, said tax levy shall first be placed upon the 2019 tax list and duplicate, for first collection in calendar year 2020.

SECTION 4.  That the Treasurer of this Board of Education be and is hereby directed to certify forthwith a copy of this resolution to the County Auditor at least ninety-five (95) days prior to said election as required by law so that said County Auditor may calculate the annual tax levy which will be required to produce the annual amount set forth in Section 2 hereof, in accordance with Section 5705.195 of the Ohio Revised Code and so that the County Auditor may certify to this Board of Education the total current tax valuation of the district, in accordance with Section 5705.03 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 5.  It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board of Education concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board of Education, and that all deliberations of this Board of Education, and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the rules of this Board of Education adopted in accordance therewith.
