Enclosed, please find several documents that will need completed and returned to the MS office, along with other important information in this letter regarding the 2012-13 school year:
*INCREASE IN LUNCH PRICES: The cost for school lunches will be increased from $2.10 to $2.20 for both Elementary & M.S. students and from $2.35 to $2.45 for H.S. students. Adult meals will be increased from $2.75 to $2.95. Ala-cart items will be available for an additional price. Money can be applied to your child’s lunch account at any time by placing a payment in an envelope and writing their Name & Student ID# on the outside of the envelope. The Student ID# is the “Number” at the top of the enclosed student fee paper. Please drop the lunch payment off to the MS office or in the “Red” mailbox in the cafeteria PRIOR to the first day of school. You can also pay for their lunch online by credit card through www.lunchprepay.com for a minimal fee. 
7th Grade Immunization:  Just a reminder that all 7th grade students MUST have a TDAP immunization booster shot prior to starting the school year. Documentation must be turned into the office prior to August 27th.

CLASS FEE PAYMENT/SCHEDULE PICK UP: August 15th & 16th from 8:00-12:00 and 1:00-3:00. Checks can be made out to “BMS”. If you are unable to pay the fees in full, please make a partial payment during the schedule pick up and talk to Mrs. Oberly about a payment plan for the remaining balance. Schedules will be released when a payment is received.
FREE LUNCHES: If you think your child/children qualify to receive a free or reduced lunch, please complete the enclosed “Free Lunch” form. Only complete ONE free/reduce lunch form per household NOT per child and drop off in one of the school offices ASAP. (Bring completed form in PRIOR to 8/15 if you think your child will qualify for free lunch because this will affect amount owed on class fees)!!
EMERGENCY MEDICAL FORM: Please fill out all blank sections of this form and make changes on completed sections if needed. Please mark the box on the form if your address email or phone and/or cell # has changed.
SCHOOL PORTRAITS: Studio One by Lifetouch will be taking class portraits on August 15th & 16th during the schedule pick up times.  Please complete the enclosed picture form, and bring it along with you with the appropriate money enclosed in the envelope. If you choose to place your order online through mylifetouch.com you will be able to pay by credit card and you will also receive additional bonuses. Retakes are scheduled for October 2012.  If you do not plan on purchasing a portrait, we would still like your child to be photographed for our school records and also so they can appear in the school year book. Just have them go through the portrait line and tell the photographer it is for the yearbook! 
DRESS CODE:  Just a reminder when back to school shopping, NO SHORT SHORTS, TANK TOPS, RIPPED CLOTHING or JEANS WITH HOLES.  Make sure shorts are “Bermuda” length!
BUSSING:  Bus changes must be called to the MS office PRIOR to August 10, 2012. Bus routes WILL NOT be posted in the Bluffton News due to privacy issues. Bus Route Driver’s are to call each family prior to 8/15 and let you know the approximate time the child will be picked up. We will also try to post the routes in each of the school offices by 8/15.
MEDICATION REQUEST FORM: If your child will need to take medication during the school year, like an Inhaler,  Tylenol, a prescription drug, allergy medication etc, please fill out a new “Medication Request Form” which needs signed by you and a physician. You can find these forms in the office or online under “Forms” on the middle school website @bluffton.noacsc.org. A new form needs completed each school year! 
Bring the following items with you when you come in on August 15th or 16th :
1. Fee card & payment (Check made out to BMS)
2. Emergency medical form (Completed and signed on both sides) Please note any changes to personal information where indicated on the form.
3. School portrait form & payment (Please get your picture taken even if you don’t purchase a package)
4. Free/reduced lunch form (Complete and turn in if you qualify) ONLY ONE FORM NEEDS COMPLETED PER FAMILY. (Bring in prior to 8/15 if you think your child will qualify for free lunch….this will affect amt. owed on class fees)
